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In the first half of this session, Dr. Watabe discussed (1) the objectives and strategies of
internationalization, (2) the methods of evaluating internationalization, and (3) the indicators of
evaluating internationalization. With the globalization of the higher education market, there has
been a shift in the logical basis for promoting internationalization. Furthermore, there are various



types of concepts related to the internationalization of higher education, and there was a
discussion on how the interpretation of words such as internationalization and international
education is changing.

In the second half of the session, Dr. Ohta introduced (1) Evidence-Based Policy Making
(EBPM) and (2) logic models. In the past, spontaneous episodes and opinions influenced the
course of policy, but nowadays, EBPM is the main concept, and it was mentioned that it will be a
key in advancing the internationalization of universities in the future. Also, he introduced logic
models, which can clarify management methods and implementation processes.

In addition to the above, this session also included group discussions on four themes: (1) the
purpose of internationalization, (2) the strategy of internationalization, (3) institution evaluations
specialized in future internationalization (overall evaluations), and (4) evaluation indicators of
university internationalization, with active discussions being held.
